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Transportation
The City of Westminster is strategically located,
with easy and convenient access to transportation
in the metro Denver area:

Highways: Direct access to major arterials — US
36, Interstate 25, and Interstate 76. 
Easy access to the Northwest Parkway, E-470, and
Interstate 70. High occupancy vehicle (HOV) lanes
run between Westminster and Denver.

Airports: Denver International Airport (DIA) is
only a 30-minute drive via 104th Avenue or E-470.
Jefferson County Airport, adjacent to Westminster,
is one of Colorado’s largest corporate airports,
offering U.S. Customs Services, complete ground
services, and hangar space.

Public Transportation: A metro-wide bus system
serves Westminster, including the Sky Ride to and
from DIA. “Call-n-Ride” service, providing curb-
to-curb transportation, is available in many of the
city’s business and commercial areas.  

FasTracks, a comprehensive program to build-out
the entire metro Denver transit system within 12
years, was passed by voters in 2004. Westminster
will see significant multi-modal transportation
improvements, including three commuter rail sta-
tions and improvements to US 36 and Interstate 25.

Water and Sewer Rates
Commercial Water Rates
A two-tiered rate structure ($4.00 or $4.85 per 1,000
gallons, depending upon consumption levels) is in
effect, with the breakpoint dependent on meter size. A
monthly meter service charge is also based on meter
size.

Commercial Sewer Rates
$3.46 per 1,000 gallons (calculated using average
water consumption from January through March
billings.)

The city’s Reclaimed Water System provides a 
dependable, drought-resistant, environmentally sound
source of water for irrigation that is less expensive
than potable water. Reclaimed water rates are charged
at 80% of the bottom commercial tier.
